E. OPENING DATE  

 
The Academic semester will begin on Monday 16th September 2019. Candidates should 

arrive at the Daeyang University Campus on Wednesday, 11th September 2019 for 

registration and orientation scheduled to take place from 12th to 13th September 2019.  

 

Students will be required to present bank deposit slips to the University Cashier on 

registration to get a receipt which must be attached to the registration form. 

 

Only students who will have paid fees and fulfilled the registration requirements will be 

given authority to attend classes and access other services. 

 

F. ADMISSION LETTERS 

The University is sending admission letters to the selected candidates with more details 

regarding their admission. Upon receipt of the admission letters, candidates are required 

to confirm with the University Registrar by Friday, 28th June 2019 if they intend to report 

for registration.  
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G. REQUIREMENT FOR ACCEPTANCE 

To avoid wastage of spaces, all selected candidates are required to confirm their 

acceptance of admission by Friday, 28th June 2019. The confirmation should be 

accompanied with proof of advance fee payment of K297, 000.00 as commitment that 

they would take up their places. The University will review the number of places confirmed 

and admit candidates on reserve or call for new applications where necessary between  

 

July and August 2019 to fill in the vacant places in readiness for opening in September 

2019. Therefore, candidates should note that if they will not confirm by the said dates, 

they shall forfeit their places.   

 

H. ACCOMMODATION 

Candidates who would like to stay on campus should apply for accommodation to the 

University by meeting the acceptance requirements as stated in section G above. 

Candidates should note that accommodation will be provided to the students on first 

come, first served basis. Candidates who will not meet the accommodation requirements 

will be required to stay off-campus and they will be responsible for their own 

accommodation and transport.
